Unit 10 – File Handling – Exercise Solution
The program below is a solution to the exercise given on page 6 of Unit 10. The highlighted sections are those added to the original program in order to achieve the required results – i.e. if, whilst typing in a list of students for a course, the user types the word course on its own and presses enter, the user will be prompted for another course and list of students which will get added to the end of the file after the previous course and set of students…
