2. A page entitled:-
DELPHI 6 PERSONAL EDITION DOWNLOAD AND AUTHORIZATION KEY
will be displayed.

3. Click on the 
STEP 1
heading in order to create a software registration account.

4. Once you have done this, a new windows pops up headed
Delphi 6 Personal Download
5. Fill in the on-line questionnare (9 questions)

6. When you click on the Proceed button at the bottom of the page, you should be taken onto a further page headed:-
Borland Delphi 6 Personal Edition Download and Authorization Key
7. Click on the download link to download the software. Follow the instructions on the page.

8. If you cannot get access to the link, you can get back to the page and try another time by entering the following URL in your browser:-
http://community.borland.com/cgi-bin/surveys/thanx.cgi?f=del6personal_down.html 

9. Note the download is 140.8Mb, which will take several hours to download for most people – you may wish to do this overnight, or in several chunks using a specialised FTP program (the account name is ftpd.borland.com, the directory is download/delphi/personal and the filename is BorlandDelphiPersonalEdition.exe). In all honesty, unless you have the type of internet account that incurs no extra phone bill, it may be cheaper to buy a copy, or get an old copy of Delphi from an auction at http://www.ebay.co.uk !

10. Click on the link that says Send me a serial number and activation key via email and check back in your email to find the activation key.

11. You will need to install the software as described in the web page from which you download the software.
