Navigate from the Products menu to Other Products to Pascal (DOS).
Look down the page for Turbo Pascal, and click the buy button to add to shopping cart. You will need to pay using a credit or debit card if ordering online.

Turbo Pascal does not work comfortably on more modern versions of Windows. If you wish to use it from 95, 98 or ME, I would recommend shutting down to Command Prompt to run the application. If you use NT, 2000 or XP, you will probably have problems with the correct functioning of the product. This is due to the age of the product (last version was released about ten years ago).

Note that I would recommend purchasing a product such as Delphi instead (Standard version is fine) and building console applications. You should be able to type the examples as seen on the course.

You can then go on to use the Windows and Object-Oriented parts of Pascal to build more modern applications having learned basic programming principles from this course.
